One of the richest blessings of our Emmaus/Chrysalis/Crossroads Community is Sunday afternoon’s 
gathering in the chapel, the time we affectionately call “Closing.” Maybe it really should be called 
“Beginning.” 
 
There are some practical suggestions we all take home from the mountain. Once we leave Camp Lookout, 
we must remember: 

• It is no longer permissible for guys to use the girls’ restroom and vice-versa

• Agape food will not mysteriously appear in our cupboard 

 
The culmination of a 72-hour journey indeed comes to a physical end on Sunday, but it is such a blessing to 
hear how God met the needs of Pilgrims in so many ways.

your hand controls power and might, and it is at your discretion that men are made great and given 
strength.” – 1 Chronicles 29: 11-12 (emphasis added) 
 
It was not until we took the step toward God and gave him control of ALL our finances (they belong to him 
anyway; we’re just stewards) that God rewarded our faithfulness. 
 
It is on those beautiful Sunday afternoons in the Emmaus Chapel that I hear so many similar stories. Sure 
Saturday night is an awesome experience, but Sunday is where we get to see how God showed out all 
weekend. 
 
There are not many times in life where we get to see answered prayers in just a matter of hours, but 
Sundays in the Emmaus Chapel offer that opportunity. Let me encourage you to take part in “Closing” and 
see what beautiful “Beginnings” have taken place.
